BOTH  ARE  TRUE ?
THERE ARE ONLY ABOUT 100 “CHILD” KIDNAPPINGS PER YEAR.

OVER 1,500,000 CHILDREN GO MISSING EVERY YEAR !
Yes, both these statements are true.  The first one is used by people (many Law Enforcement Agents and politicians), as to not call attention to the big picture.  It has also been uttered by parents who have their, “head in the sand”, when it comes to their child’s safety.  It is also music to the child molesting predator’s ears, it keeps many unaware of how bad the problem of missing children has become.

     The second one is used by people who truly understand how big the problem is.  The 1,500,000 figure is conservative as many missing children fall into a category called “Thrownaways”.  These are children who turn up missing and the parents do not care enough to report them.
     So how can you go from 1,500,000 to 100 and be accurate ?

In 2006 there were over 1,500,000 children reported “missing”.  The US Justice Dept. tracks police reports taken on “missing” children and this is where this number comes from.

If the local Law Enforcement enter the “missing” report into the NCIC (National Crime Info. Center) computer system, as required by Federal law, it is tracked by the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children.  In 2006 there were about 750,000 “missing” in this category.  What happened to the other half?  Many Law Enforcement departments do not count certain types of missing children as “missing”.  For example if there is a chance the child is a runaway, taken by a family member or spouse it may be considered a “Domestic Problem”, not a “missing” child.  If there is “No evidence of foul play”  the child may not be counted.  

Many child molesting predators make a game of taking children, “without a trace”, or “right under the parents nose”, with “No evidence of foul play”.

The 750,000 reported are broken down into 4 categories:

   Juvenile:  620,000 - Child “missing” no evidence of foul play.  Most of the reported cases end up here.

   Endangered: 100,000 – “missing” known to be in the company of another person.  Ex: spouse, family friend, neighbor, etc.

   Involuntary Abduction: 29,900 – “missing” not voluntary.  Witness sees child taken in a state of distress.

   Kidnapped: 100 – “missing” taken by force. Ex: gunpoint, knifepoint, etc.

There were over 1,500,000 children reported “missing” last year, but only 100 of those were “kidnapped”.  Unfortunately, this should give little comfort to parents.  The 1,500,000 are just as gone as the other 100 and child molesting predators rarely, if ever, “kidnap” their victims, they are usually lured away, without a trace.
IN CONCLUSION:

THERE WERE ONLY ABOUT 100 CHILDREN KIDNAPPED LAST YEAR AND OVER ONE MILLION FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND REPORTED MISSING, WHICH GROUP DO YOU WANT YOUR CHILD IN ?
