Explaining The Child Shield Program

“This entire lecture was based on the educational materials which come with every Child Shield, U.S.A. ™ Kit.  The Child Shield Program offers a unique combination of prevention and recovery designed to help prevent our children from becoming missing, and also to help recover children who become missing.”
Conclude the lecture by giving the group the exclusive benefits of the program.  “These are the benefits that we provide parents that no other organization does”.

Asking the Organization For Their Help In Promoting The Program

Depending on the type and size of the group, you may or may not wish to try to sell the Kits to all interested members right then and there.  With some groups, such as a school PTA, rather than try to sell Child Shield Kits to the group members at the meeting, you may wish to ask them to help you to reach a much larger market.  (Would you be happy selling 25 kits at a PTA meeting of 40 members or would you rather let them help you to expose the program to the parents of 500 children?)

“Ladies and gentlemen, we hope that by sharing this information with you this evening that we can add each of you to the growing list of parents who are doing the right thing and educating their children to help protect them against these dangers.  We also hope that we can count on you, the members of the PTA (Or Other Organization) to help us to expose this important information to the other parents in the community.”

“Here’s how you can help.  We will provide you with a supply of our brochures with a custom written cover letter to the parents.  All we ask is that one or two of your members agree to visit the school to drop off the appropriate number of letters and brochures to each classroom, and then stop back in one week to collect the orders for the Child Shield Kits.  As our way of showing you our appreciation for your assistance, we would like to offer your organization a donation of two dollars for every child registered with the help of your organization.  Can we count on you for your support?”
When conducting a program of this type, ask the PTA for a blank piece of their letterhead stationery.  Type a letter (it should be to the parents from the PTA, not from you, the Child Shield U.S.A. representative).  This way, the letter shows the parents that this program is being recommended to them by the PTA, rather than being sold to them by you.

You may even want the Parents to make their checks out directly to the PTA.  This not only further establishes the image of the PTA’s support, it also allows the PTA to deduct their total donation from all of the money collected, and then write you one check for all of the Child Shield Kits ordered.

It is recommended that the PTA letter and the brochure be placed together into sealed envelopes before distribution to the students.  This will prevent any parents from becoming alarmed that the materials may have frightened their children.
