*Over 2000 children a day are reported missing in the U.S.

*There is a 1 in 100 chance your child will go missing this year.

*Over 100 known child molesters come into the U.S. illegally every day.

*At least 93 of the 100+ are repeat offenders and responsible for 8 other child crimes.

*At least 12 of the 100+ are violent offenders and responsible for mutilation or death of a child.
*Percentage of child molesters among illegal immigrants is higher than molesters in the general population.

* The average number of victims per molester is 117
*Child molestation is the fastest growing violent crime in the U.S.

*There are over 600,000 registered molesters in the U.S. and over 3,000,000 unregistered.
*95% of child molesters are known to the parent of the victim child.

*8% of child molesters are women.
*In the last 7 years, illegal immigrants are responsible for over 1,000,000(one million) molestations, rapes, mutilations or murders of American children.
*Most child molesters had worked at or near their victim’s homes.

*Victims ranged from 1 to 13 yrs. old, with the average age being 6.

*Most common method of attack is breaking into the victim’s home.

*Crime scenes were very bloody, most victims were rendered incapable of fighting back and then raped, 6% mutilated then murdered.

*Most common method of murder was bludgeoning, followed by stabbing.

*22% of victims targeted had a physical or mental disability.

*Highest number of child molesters came from Mexico, then El Salvador. Other countries of origin documented are Brazil, China, Ecuador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Nicaragua, Puerto Rico, Russia, and Vietnam.  

*63% of the child molesters had already been caught and deported to return again illegally.

*47% of victims are Hispanic, 36% Caucasian, 6% African American and 11% other nationalities.

*79% had been in the U.S. for more than one year before being caught and typically were known to law enforcement for less serious offenses.
*Illegal immigrants gradually commit worse crimes and are continually released or deported

*90% of released child molesters will reoffend, only 3% will be caught again.

         *98% of illegal immigrant child molesters had a history of criminal behavior before crossing

          the border illegally.  
          *Legal immigration eliminates nearly 100% of known criminals from entering the 
          country.
